Awarding of 22569 Cert II in Plumbing (Pre-apprenticeship) does not allow you to work as a plumber. This course is designed to prepare you for joining the industry as a plumbing apprentice. After completing the Certificate II, you will need to find an employer who is prepared to employ you as a plumbing apprentice and enter a contract of training. Then enrol in CPC32420 Certificate III in Plumbing. An apprenticeship in plumbing is usually over four years. On successful completion of your apprenticeship, you will need to apply to the plumbing industry regulator CBOS to gain a licence as a plumbing practitioner.
If you wish to move to the next level as a Certifier you will need to enrol in CPC40920 Certificate IV in Plumbing and Services
